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COMMUNITY FOUNDATION AWARDS LIONEL DUBAY YOUTH SPORTS AWARD
Community Foundation of Boone County honors Mike Garrett for his contributions to Zionsville youth sports 

At the Zionsville Chamber of Commerce Annual Awards Dinner Friday evening, the Community Foundation of Boone County (CFBC) honored two “unsung heroes” in Zionsville youth sports. 

Indiana Supreme Court Justice Steve David, CFBC Board President, presented the Lionel Dubay Youth Sports Award to Mike Garrett.  Dubay was an active member of the Little League and Youth Soccer Association, and was instrumental in starting pee-wee football in Zionsville.  He was enthusiastically devoted to making youth sports fun and worthwhile for the kids until his life was tragically cut short by a car accident in 1985.  A fund at the Community Foundation was established in order to improve and enhance amateur sports in Zionsville, in perpetuity.  The award is made from the fund to honor his memory and recognize an active supporter of Zionsville youth sports. 
 
Like Lionel Dubay, Mike Garrett coaches his 3 kids’ sports teams and the Zionsville West Middle School football and softball teams.  In addition to serving on the boards of Zionsville Youth Football League and Zionsville Little League, he has organized several programs for youth sports, including a football camp in conjunction with USA Football and the Central Indiana Border Wars Tournament.  

Garrett has taken the time to establish relationships with varsity coaches in baseball, softball and football, to share ideas and find out how the youth leagues can better prepare kids for middle and high school sports.  He has met with the schools’ athletic directors to determine how resources can be shared and how to keep kids involved in positive activities.  

 “There is no doubt that Mike goes above and beyond to benefit the kids in our community,” Justice David states. One nominator explains, “Mike’s outlook is about developing young athletes and teaching them the fundamentals of the sport, the meaning of team work and commitment, and allowing the kids to be kids while teaching great lessons of accomplishment and leadership.  His teams always seem to have the most spirit and fun and most parents hope when the teams are picked, that their child is on Mike’s team because of his passion for youth sports and the instruction he gives every player in every sport.”  

By all accounts, Mike’s commitment to youth sports in Zionsville is unparalleled.  The nominator goes on, “I am sure there are many deserving candidates for this award, but Mike Garrett does not rest when it comes to youth and youth sports in Zionsville.” 

In addition to a plaque, Garrett received a $500 grant to award to the youth sports organization of his choice.
